Wisconsin Lutheran High School has the special opportunity to expand its footprint for the first time
since 1958. This once-in-a-lifetime opportunity will add 2.5 acres to the |3 acre campus and in
addition raise funds to support the ongoing needs of the 830+ students that call Wisconsin Lutheran
home.

Those plans are still being developed by the master site planning task force, but the land
acquisition ensures that students have ongoing access to the track, the path to Honey Creek
Hall dormitory, the outdoor multipurpose classroom, parking, and more.
