The Apostle Paul is one of many prisoners on a ship 
headed for Rome, Italy.  Paul must stand trial before 
the Roman Emperor, Caesar. Paul did nothing wrong, 
but he was arrested for preaching about Jesus. 
 
 

While sailing to Rome, a violent storm threatens to 
sink the ship. To make the ship lighter, so it will not 
sink, the sailors must throw everything overboard: 
some food, equipment, and supplies.  
 
 

After the storm rages for many days, an angel 
appears to Paul and tells him that none of the ship’s 
passengers will die in the storm. The ship will run 
aground and be ruined, but everyone will survive. 
Paul shares this good news with the crew and tells 
them more about Jesus.  Everything turns out just like 
the angel said.
