God Makes the Sun Stand Still
Joshua 10:1-15

THE LESSON

While the Israelites (God’s people) were conquering the Promised Land, Joshua, the Israelite leader after Moses,
agreed to make a treaty (an agreement) with the Gibeonites. Israel and Gibeon would help and support each other
if needed.

Gibeon was a large city with many good resources and great warriors. The five kings of cities near Gibeon, however,
did not like that Gibeon and Israel were friends. The five kings were afraid Gibeon would become too powerful, so
they made war against Gibeon.

When the fighting between Gibeon and the five kings became too much for the Gibeonites to handle, they reached
out to Israel for help. Joshua then leads the Israelite army to help. The Israelites also have God on their side. God
helps the Israelites. He sends hail to make the five enemy armies panic, and even causes the sun to stand still, so
the Israelites and Gibeonites have enough daylight to defeat their enemies. God defended his people. God is our
defender, too. Read the story in Joshua 10:1-15. (Good News Translation).

God is our defender, so we defend others.
